Art. 3 Contestants are required to accompany their application form with the following documents:

                 a.   photocopy of passport  or identifying document;
b.   n.2   recent photographs passport size and n.1  entire figure;
c.   artistic curriculum;
d.   photocopies of pieces selected to perform;
e.   photocopy of receipt of registration fee.
  Program selected for the various eliminatory performances:  the attached  form should include 5 (five) selections representing at least 3 (three)  different composers-freely chosen by the contestant exclusively from the international operatic repertory. The arias will be executed integrally as  composed: it is understood complete of recitative, cantabile and cabaletta.  It will not be consented to perform Chamber Arias, Sacred Arias, Songs or Arias from Operettas.  

    The Jury will take into consideration the difficulty of the pieces presented and if those  composed   of recitative, cantabile and cabaletta have been presented in their integral form or only partially executed.

   Accompanists will be provided for contestants, who can also decide to be accompanied by pianists of their own choice at their expense.
Registrations forms received after the 3rd of October will not be considered valid.
Art. 4 The Contest will be divided in three eliminatory steps:
1.  First  ELIMINATORY  SESSION:      26 October 2010 
Appeal and selection for the letter to determine the order of presentation of all candidates who participate in the eliminatory phase: October 26 at 9.00-13.00 rehearsal -with accompanying pianists.
At 15.00 roll call Sala dei Cristalli. 
The competitors will perform a piece of their own choice selected from the 5(five) indicated in the application form.  After the first eliminatory test selected candidates will be admitted to the  second phase or Semifinals, and the jury will choose the  pieces to be performed from  list  submitted  in the application  form repertoire  by the contestant. 
2. SEMIFINALS:       
With accompanying pianists. 
The competitors will perform two compositions  chosen by the Jury.  After the semifinal audition those admitted to the third phase or Finale will be announced. The number of finalists will be decided at the discretion of the Jury.
3. FINAL SELECTION:     30  October 

Public performance in concerto format with accompanying pianists. 
The competitors will perform a piece chosen by the jury and a piece of their own choice selected from those indicated in the admission form, with the exception of the one presented in the eliminatory phase.  Concluded the audition the jury will finalize the list of the winners expressed at its own discretion. The finalists not declared winners will be considered all qualified as "ex aequo".
Art.5 The Commission will be  presided by RENATO BRUSON.

Art. 6 Competitors must present  themselves before the jury with an identifying document and 2 (two) copies of pieces to be performed.
Art. 7 The Commission is authorized to interrupt candidates during each execution if considered necessary to rehear the candidate’ s performance.
Art. 8 The Commission reserves the right not to assign those awards for which no candidate has demonstrated the appropriate  artistic level desired  and reserves also to use that monetary prize for the assigning of other prizes.

Art. 9 Completed the final testing and registration of the outcome of the competition, the Commission will communicate through public posting the names of the winners.

Art. 10 PRIZES
The first classified access to the following awards: 

1 ° Prize € 3.000.00 
2 ° Prize € 1.500.00 
3 ° Prize € 1.000.00  
4 ° Prize € 750.00 
5°  Prize  € 500.00 
3   Scholarships for the “Myricae International Lirical Workshop”
Awards by the various affiliated  groups.
The winners will be awarded a diploma of honor. Finalists will be awarded a diploma of merit. 
All competitors will be issued a certificate of participation. 

Art. 11 The organization reserves the right to record an audio or video, wholly or in part the performance of the competition, without any compensation to its competitors. 

Art. 12 The artistic commission reserves the faculty right to modify the present Regulation where necessary to make the outcome of the competition more successful. The artistic commission may cancel the contest if it causes independent of their will shall prevent the execution. 

Art. 13 In the event of a dispute about the regulations the Italian text will prevail (jurisdiction of  Salerno).
Art. 14 Completed the final testing and recorded the outcome of the competition, the Committee  will communicate through the public posting the names of winners. 

Art. 15 The judgment of the committee is final and binding and is explicitly recognized as valid by candidates for the sole reason to participate. 

Art. 16 The travel and living expenses are at the expense of the competitor.
